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Nine Steps to Financial Success for

The financial decisions you make immedi-
ately after college graduation will have a big
impact on your future.

1. Match cash income and outflow. List all
debts and expected expenses and then
make a budget.

Make a list of goals you want
to reach within the first six months after
graduating. Measure achievements along
the way, and change goals as your career
advances.
