It's commonðif undocumentedðwisdom 
among lawyers that seven of 10 Americans 
die without a will, letting state law dictate 
who gets what of the property they leave 
behind. To make matters worse, many of 
those who do have wills have not kept them 
up-to-date. 
 
In addition to the many lifestyle issues dic-
tating periodic attention to your estate plans, 
there is also a very compelling reason for 
many people: federal and state estate tax.  
 
In 2009, the amount exempt from federal 
estate tax is $3.5 million per person, making 
very few estates subject to federal estate 
tax. In 2010, although few observers expect 
this to happen, current law provides that 
there will be no federal estate tax at all.

Then, if Congress fails to take action, the exemp-
tion will become $1 million in 2011. At that level 
the value of your home, retirement funds, and life 
insuranceðwhen combined with other assetsð
could easily put you over the top.  
 
In any case, whatever happens on the federal 
level, at least one-third of the states have 
"decoupled" from the federal estate tax system 
and now have far lower tax exemptions. Where 
the federal estate tax exemption is $3.5 million in 
2009, for example, New Jersey has frozen its ex-
emption from state estate tax at $675,000. 
 
Even if your estate is not likely to be subject to 
federal estate tax, a properly drawn will may save 
your family a great deal of money in state estate 
taxes. 
 
Seek professional help if you are in a blended 
family, wish to establish a trust to direct the dispo-
sition of assets after your death, own property in 
more than one state, want to leave more to one 
child than to another, own all or part of a family 
business, have a disabled or handicapped de-
pendent, anticipate family conflict over your will, or 
own expensive assets not easily valued.
